We believe by doing so
we can reach and help a larger
amount of families. We have
completed numerous projects this
summer and come spring we have
many more waiting . With the help
of volunteers and support of
contributors we worked to bring
many families a safer and sturdier
home. Pictured here are some of
the projects and work that we
completed. Jobs consists of but are
not limited to: siding, setting in new
doors and windows, new roofing and
flooring, new additions, remodeling
and insulating. Its always a great site
when you see satisfied homeowners
and knowing that you made a
difference in the homeowners life
by repairing a place they call home.

Well ray friends another year has alrost passed by. Every year it seeras we start out with many drearas
and verylittle raoney. Sorachow we raake it all work. Itis always a struggle but with the help of so
raany, both in volunteering and with contributions it all coraes together. This year was no different.



Renovating the Rez

In the last 3 seasors we have been slowly devd oping a program of whidch we call
"RENOVATING THE REZ". We have realigned our priorities a little and have begun to
foos our efforts more on hdping those whom live in substandard housing that they own. There
is a very large portion of this type of housing here. Someare old HUD built howses, sameare
trailer homes, and some are just old stidz built hames. Regardless of what they are in most
instances the ocoapants have fallen through the cracks of receiving any type of assistance. Many
of these are elderly or single parent homes. In most cases these homecowners are living off a
fixed incorme of between §350-§700 month. Which limits them to only the barest of
necessities. We have developed a program in which they enrcll in. The first step in this
program is classes in which thehomeowner will attend. These classe are home maintenance,
budgeting, and credit counsding classes. Upon completion of these, they then set attainable
goals in what they would like to do in regards to their home. We feel that the homeowner be
given the ability to make their own decisions as to what they want to do. In most cases thisis a
year in advance of receiving their home repair. Weseta limit of $3000 in materials and of
course furnish thelabor from our volunteers. We have been working with several other entities
within our service area and continue to partner with others both on and off the reservation in
assisting people to attain their goals. Some of the agencies we have been working with are,

Four Bands Comrmnity Fund, Wisdom Keepers, Cheyenne River Youth Project, Western
South Dakota Comrmnity Action, State Bank of Eagle Butte, and First Financial Bank of
Dupree. We have continued to build new homes al ong with the renovation project. This latest
new home owner is the Heather Allen-LeCornpte farnily. Whom we moved in late

this surmmer. Just before freeze up we started another hame of whidh we intend on finishing in
early summer 2010. Along with that we intend on renovating 16 more homes in 2010. Now
what we are encountering is that we are currently $40,000 short of finishing our
new home in 2010 and we also need $60,000 to further our endeavors
